God is Able

Our God has all power. He can do anything that power can 
accomplish. The scriptures say. “Ah Lord GOD! behold, thou hast made 
the heaven and the earth by thy great power and stretched out arm, and 
there is nothing too hard for thee” (Jeremiah 32:17). Truly, God has never 
come across a task too difficult for Him to accomplish. The New 
Testament uses the Greek word, “dunamis” and its cognates to denote 
possibility, and we translate them with words like “possible,” “able,” “can,” 
and the like. We can see these words connected to God in a number of 
ways. 

First, notice Matthew 19:26, which says “with God, all things are 
possible.” We may have things we cannot do, but God has no limitations 
based on His ability. He does limit Himself by His word, and His nature 
does not allow Him to sin or even face temptation, but He places those 
limitations on Himself. Next, notice 2 Corinthians 9:8, which says, “And 
God is able to make all grace abound toward you; that ye, always having 
all sufficiency in all things, may abound to every good work.” God takes us 
and makes us effective workers in the Kingdom. Third, notice Hebrews 
7:25, which says, “Wherefore he is able also to save them to the uttermost 
that come unto God by him, seeing he ever liveth to make intercession for 
them.”Jesus can save us, and He can do it completely! God gives us 
assurance that if we trust in Him, He will never disappoint us.
