When I saw on the news the North Kakhovka dam (north of Kherson on the Dnipro
River) had been destroyed, it came as no surprise. When my son-in-law, grandson, and
I were traveling across Ukraine to visist the orphanages and churches we support, our
driver/brother in Christ, Nikolai, stopped the vehicle to show us a large water basin
created by the USSR as thier troops exited Ukraine in the early 1990s. He explained
how the soldiers, without warning, destroyed a portion of the dam, causing massive
flooding and covering up several towns and villages. Many lives were lost in an
instance, and I could tell the story still rattled him. He insisted we take a picture “to
remember.” Our translator that day told us when the water sticking out of the water
where Christians once worshipped and that people would boat out to the crosses to
pray for those lost during the senseless act. The use of water as a weapon during
military campaigns is nothing new, and without question, the aftermath of such a tactic
is nothing new either.

Approximately 15,000 homes have been destroyed in the latest disaster. Many
small villages and towns are partially or completely underwater. People were still being
rescued from rooftops while I was writing this newsletter. There is no electricity, no
food, and no clean drinking water. There is still no report on the number of lives lost,
and we may not have this information for months, but what we do know is that 60,000
residents have fled west, seeking shelter, food, clothing, and supplies. We are already
encourgaingquite a few of these refugees near our orphanages, local churches, and
warehouses, and the number will certainly grow during the coming weeks. We have no
intention of turning anyone away in need of assistance, as we would certainly not want
someone turning away from us in a similar situation.

Adding to the containers we send out on a regular basis; we have begun
preparing an emergency container for the specific purpose of aiding those affected by
this tragedy. We thank you in advance for any assistance you might provide with this
container. God bless.
