Keeping the Lamps Full

Looking ahead to 2024 and beyond, I’'m reminded of the wise virgins in Matthew 25 who
prepared for the future by carrying extra oil in the event their lamps began to run low. We are
continually planning for ways to better assist the children/churches we serve in such great need
around the world and ensure our support/care is sustainable. Beginning this month, my daughter,
Wendy, who assists with running the container ministry, has agreed to handle the receipting/
depositing of donations to the Holly Springs warehouse (as noted on the donation envelopes), which
will keep her from driving 3 hours twice weekly to Arkansas to check mail (in the name of frugality). All
donations will still go into the mission account collectively each month and will remain under the
oversight of the South Thornton Street Church of Christ eldership (of which | am now serving as an
elder, once again). We are thankful for her willingness to do this! | know the acid test for any mission is
its ability to continue its work when they key missionary is no longer around. We, like the wise virgins,
are constantly taking steps to ensure this work continues and the lamps remain full!

By the time you receive this newsletter, over 2,000 sleeping bags with pillows, clothing,
water purifiers, blankets, hygiene supplies, Bibles, Bible study materials, and shoes will have been
sent from Holly Springs to the churches/orphanages in Ukraine on another 40-foot container. This
month we have also been able to send requested/needed medical supplies to the 200 plus children in
the La Palma Christian School in El Salvador, assist the church in Kremenchuk with efforts to rebuild
the VA Hospital (which was destroyed by Russian missiles), have secured two doctors to travel to
Kremenchuk to provide much needed medical care, have purchased school supplies for our
orphanages and received donations to ensure the children in each orphanage can celebrate Christmas
in January. As you can see, this has been a busy month, and we are thankful to each of you for
making it that way! We continue to covet your prayers and assistance for this mission and pray you
have an amazing and blessed Christmas!
