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Our Foundation 

No building can stand if it has a faulty foundation, but a building 
built on a strong foundation can withstand torrents. Jesus likens those 
who hear His words and do them to a wise man who built his house on a 
rock. When the storms came, the house stood firm, because it stood on a 
solid foundation (Mat. 7:24-27). 

God wants us to stand on Him. He wants us to choose Him as our 
foundation. David understood this, and when he weathered his storms, he 
praised God for getting Him through. He said, “And he said, The LORD is 
my rock, and my fortress, and my deliverer; The God of my rock; in him 
will I trust: he is my shield, and the horn of my salvation, my high tower, 
and my refuge, my savior; thou savest me from violence” (2 Sam. 22:2-3). 
Later in the same song, David spoke these words: “The LORD liveth; and 
blessed be my rock; and exalted be the God of the rock of my salvation” 
(22:47). 

So what benefits when we make God our foundation? Do we 
struggle with our families? Base them on God (Gen. 18:19). Do we 
struggle in the workplace? Work with godly principles (Col. 3:23). Do we 
face difficult decisions? Choose everything to the glory of God (Pro. 3:6; 1 
Cor. 1:31). Everything important in our lives should come back to God, 
because if we stand on Him, He will never fail us (Heb. 13:5).
