hour.  Personal  preference has over taken God’s  des i re  for  s imple,

s t ra ight - forward worship as Jesus descr ibed in  John 4:24,
“God is  Spi r i t ,  and those who worship Him must  worship in  sp i r i t  and 

t ru th. ”  Jesus a lso sa id that  God’s  word is  t ru th (John 17:17)  and thus to  
worship in  t ru th means to  worship accord ing to  the commands and

examples found in  the Scr ip tures.  
In  an effor t  to  appease our  personal  des i res,  worship serv ices have 

now been d iv ided in to  specia l ized events  customized to  our  l ik ing.  We 
now have a choice of  a  t rad i t ional  or  contemporary s ty le  serv ice.  

There are ear ly  or  la ter  serv ice t imes to  choose f rom. In  some
churches,  the choice of  an inst rumenta l  or  a  cappel la  music  serv ices

are avai lab le .  Wi th  s t reaming serv ices now avai lab le ,  one can choose
to worship at  home instead of  be ing in  phys ica l  fe l lowship.  I f  we don’ t
l ike the worship s ty le  or  preacher  at  one congregat ion,  we can eas i ly
move down the road and t ry  another  unt i l  we find a church that  su i ts
us.  Perhaps i t  is  t ime to  s t r ip  away a l l  the personal  choices and get
back to  the bas ics of  serv ing the Lord instead of  serv ing ourse lves.
Let ’s  fo l low the s imple examples found in  the New Testament ,  g iv ing

humble worship to  God wi th  the utmost  love and respect .
