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The Dangers of Drifting
As interesting as i t  may sound, i t  is somewhat commonplace

to hear news stories about people who dri f t  out to sea. Just this year,
two such incidents made worldwide headlines. First,  a woman in a

swim ring dri f ted out to sea while swimming at a Japanese beach. She
was rescued some 36 hours later, 50 miles out in the Pacific Ocean,

and was lucky to have survived despite the dangers of the sea.
Secondly, a Russian man was rescued after dri f t ing in a small

inflatable boat in one of the coldest seas in East Asia. Sixty-seven days
earl ier, he, his brother and nephew, set out on a whale-watching tr ip

only to be left  adri f t  after the boat motor fai led. Unfortunately, his
brother and nephew did not survive.

Just as these people experienced the l i fe-threatening real i ty
of dri f t ing out to sea, we have the metaphorical warning found in

Hebrews 2:1, “Therefore we must give the more earnest heed (pay
attention) to the things we have heard, lest we dri f t  away.” Writ ten to
Christ ians, the author cautions bel ievers to beware of slowly, subtly,

dri f t ing from the safe shores that are in Christ and becoming
separated from God. Many things can be the cause of spir i tual

dri f t ing. The desire for pleasure, the weariness of l i fe, the famil iar i ty
of rel igious practice, and the influence of society can drag us away

from the safe harbor of the Lord. However, spir i tual dri f t ing is
preventable by paying attention to our posit ion in the faith. The bible

says that we must be di l igent to make our cal l ing within the gospel
sure and steadfast (Heb. 4:11; 2 Peter 1:10), al l- the-while keeping our
eye on the shorel ine, which is the upward cal l  of God in Christ Jesus.
